WWith the weather improving soon and Easter preparations underway, I 

think this is a perfect time to start a Prayerwalking initiative!  Check out 

these beneöt to your church and neighbouring area.

BENEFITS:

- Prepares the way for the gospel to reach a speciöc area or 

 neighbourhood;

-- Creates congregational concern for the lost in their     

 neighbourhoods and awareness of the important role they can  

 have in reaching them for the Lord;

- Flexibility – Prayerwalking can be done individually or as an   

 organized church initiative.

- Provides both spiritual and physical beneöts.

SOME TIPS:

1.1. Begin covering this initiative in prayer prior to the     

 commencement day.

2. Choose the area, how long you’ll walk, and where you’ll meet at  

 the end of the walk.

3. Create groups (no one walking alone)

4. Remind the participants to dress appropriately, carry paper and  

 pen, Bible, and water

5.5. Provide Prayer Points and pray together before departing

6. Debrief and pray together at the end, allowing people to share  

 what they experienced and how the Holy Spirit led them to pray.
